THE GALLERY OF TIME
5,000 years of history at a glance

The Gallery of Time forms the heart of the Louvre-Lens. 
In an open space spanning 3,000 square metres, it 
presents more than 200 masterpieces from the rooms of 
the Musée du Louvre. You can follow a unique journey 
through art history and humankind stretching from the 
4th millennium BC to the mid 19th century. Interweaving 
different eras, techniques and civilisations, the Gallery of 
Time enables you to discover or rediscover the Louvre’s 
wonderful collections in a new light. 
Since 2021, it has also been home to eighteen works from 
Africa, the Americas and Oceania on loan from the Musée 
du Quai Branly. 

THE PARK
A breathing space for visitors

The Louvre-Lens is more than just a museum, it is a 
museum-park. 
From the outset, it was designed to be located on a site 
stretching across 20 hectares, designed by the landscape 
designer Catherine Mosbach, who worked in close 
collaboration with the agency SANAA. 
This park is the obligatory point of entrance to the 
museum, but it also offers a breathing space for visitors. 
Every summer, the Parc en Fête event provides local 
residents with a festive, inter-generational programme 
centred on sport and the interaction with nature.
